Secretary Nicklas informed the board of the results
of the Barrington referendum for annexation to the
Harper College District and indicated that the vote
was approximately 7-1 in favor of annexation. The
Board members expressed their pleasure at Barring-
ton's interest in joining the Harper College District.

Member Bernstein entered the meeting at 8:30 p.m.

Member Hansen reviewed for the board a petition
presented to the Planning Commission of the Village
of Palatine, requesting rezoning of land at the north-
west corner of Roselle and Algonquin Roads. The
rezoning request is for the construction of a gas
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UNFINISHED station and restaurant. Member Hansen felt this
BUSINESS matter had not had sufficient discussion and indica-
(Continued) ted the board needed to further evaluate the situation.

He stated that three board members did attend the
zoning hearing but did not take a position due to the
inability of the board to discuss this matter as a
whole. He further stated that the Planning Commission
had not made a final decision to date and felt that it
was time for the board to take a position on appro-
priate zoning for the area surrounding the college
site. President Haas indicated he had written to

the chairman of the Planning Commission asking that

a decision be held up until the board could take a
definite stand on appropriate zoning for this area.
Copies of this communication were sent to all board
members.

Member Hansen explained in detail, the territory
where rezoning had been requested and its location

in relationship to the college site. He stated he

was concerned about the zoning being requested be-
cause once established, it becomes irreversible.

He further felt that, generally speaking, gas sta-
tions and restaurants are out of character with what
is being planned for the college site. He felt that
with this huge construction project under way, gas
stations or other enterprises of this type should

not be allowed to locate outside our "front door".
Member Hansen presented a resolution stating the
board's opposition to the proposed use of lots 4 and 5
for a restaurant and a gas station in that they would
be incompatible with the present and future educational
and institutional character of the area. The resolu-
tion requested the proposed zoning be denied.

Member Hansen moved and Member Bernstein seconded the
motion to adopt the following resolution:

Member O'Dea moved to strike the words "gas station
and restaurant" from the resolution and add "commer-
cial zoning" which he felt would be more of an all
inclusive control for the future. This amendment
failed for the lack of a second.

Fast-Rising Huns
Take Next Big Stej

BY BILL EVEN
The Huns, a combo from St.
Viator High School, in the past
year and a half have made one
of the fastest rises in popularity

in the northwest suburbs. In
October, 1965, they made their
first appearance at the Plum
Grove Club. Now, they have cut
one record and made the ar-
rangements for the release of
another.

The Huns — Dave Grundhoef-
er, Herb Klein, Bill McCaffrey,
Bob Dempsey, and Mark Abate
—are the end product of a group
started two years ago by lead
guitarist Bob Dempsey. The
five, all sophomores at St. Via-
tor, recall the Oasis Drive-In
Battle of the Bands last August
as its first big step toward pop-
ularlity.

Radio Station WNWC sponsor-
ed the contest and the Huns
were among the top five final-
ists from 67 entries. They went
on to take top billing from the
five finalists and thereby won
the record contract.

“WINNING TICKET” “Des-
tination Lonely,” written by
Dave and Mark, was cut at
Sheldon Recording Studios in
Old Town. Distributed under the
ROCK N’ JAZZ label, the re-
cord gained popularity here and
in Milwaukee but could not be
played on either WCFL or WLS,
due to lack of a copyright. Nev-
ertheless, it rated number five
on the WNWC survey.

Since that time, they have
played weekly at area schools
and teen clubs. They have en-
tered and won Battles of the
Bands at Illinois Institute of
Technology, St. Viator and St.
Thomas of Villanova. Their

equipment, built up over the
last 18 months, now totals over
$5,000.

“Most of our earnings have
gone into equipment,” said bass
guitarist Bill McCaffrey, “and
we consider it an investment.
But we have reached the point
now when we can start to real-
ize a profit.”

THEIR. NEXT record will
probably be ‘“Did You Believe
Me?”, and was also written by
Grundhoefer. It is currently in
the process of being recorded,
and will be copyrighted, so as
to be eligible for playing on the
larger stations.

The five do not limit them-
selves to music. Bill, Mark and
Herb are on the swim team at
St. Viator. Mark is also on the
golf team and Herb is an ama-
teur skier.

Descriptions of their style of
music vary but center mainly
around either folk-rock or
blues-rock. Dave, who writes
the group’s originals, feels that
“folk-rock serves as a specialty
for the originals but we try to
do all kinds.”

At the start, the Huns styled
slightly after the now-famous
group “Saturday’s Children,”
but went on to create their own
style. In' the words of Dave,
“We started after Saturday’s
Children but changed to more
abstract folk in the lyrics, an
obscure touch of Dylan.”

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Fast-Rising Huns
Take Next Big Step

The Huns, a combo from St.
Viator High School, in the past
year and a half have made one
of the fastest rises in popularity
in the northwest suburbs. In
October, 1965, they made their
first appearance at the Plum
Grove Club. Now, they have cut
one record and made the ar-
rangements for the release of
another.

The Huns — Dave Grundhoef-
er, Herb Klein, Bill McCaffrey,
Bob Dempsey, and Mark Abate
—are the end product of a group
started two years ago by lead
guitarist Bob Dempsey. The
five, all sophomores at St. Via-
tor, recall the Oasis Drive-In
Battle of the Bands last August
as its first big step toward pop-
ularlity.

Radio Station WNWC sponsor-
ed the contest and the Huns
were among the top five final-
ists from 67 entries. They went
on to take top billing from the
five finalists and thereby won
the record contract.

“WINNING TICKET” “Des-
tination Lonely,” written by
Dave and Mark, was cut at
Sheldon Recording Studios in
Old Town. Distributed under the
ROCK N’ JAZZ label, the re-
cord gained popularity here and
in Milwaukee but could not be
played on either WCFL or WLS,
due to lack of a copyright. Nev-
ertheless, it rated number five
on the WNWC survey.

Since that time, they have
played weekly at area schools
and teen clubs. They have en-
tered and won Battles of the
Bands at Illinois Institute of
Technology, St. Viator and St.
Thomas of Villanova. Their

equipment, built up over the
last 18 months, now totals over
$5,000.

“Most of our earnings have
gone into equipment,” said bass
guitarist Bill McCaffrey, “and
we consider it an investment.
But we have reached the point
now when we can start to real-
ize a profit.”

THEIR. NEXT record will
probably be “Did You Believe
Me?”, and was also written by
Grundhoefer. It is currently in
the process of being recorded,
and will be copyrighted, so as
to be eligible for playing on the
larger stations.

The five do not limit them-
selves to music. Bill, Mark and
Herb are on the swim team at
St. Viator. Mark is also on the
golf team and Herb is an ama-
teur skier.

Descriptions of their style of
music vary but center mainly
around either folk-rock or
blues-rock. Dave, who writes
the group’s originals, feels that
“folk-rock serves as a specialty
for the originals but we try to
do all kinds.”

At the start, the Huns styled
slightly after the now-famous
group “Saturday’s Children,”
but went on to create their own
style. In the words of Dave,
“We started after Saturday’s
Children but changed to more
abstract folk in the lyrics, an
obscure touch of Dylan.”

As examples he cites three
new Huns songs: “Look My
Way,” “My Life”’” and “Did You
Believe Me?”

DRUMMER Herb Klein added
“The quality of groups in the
area has gone up in the last
couple years. There is some-
thing in the neighborhood of ten
thousand groups in the Chicago
metropolitan area so you have
to be original and good to get
anywhere.”

The Huns are an established,
talented, and professional group.
They have attained a popularity
as high school sophomores that
college groups compete for.
They represent the current
trend in American music and
they know exactly what they are
doing and how they are doing it.

‘“American music was in a
slump after Elvis Presley,”
added lead guitarist Bob Demp-
sey. “If it had not been the
Beatles, it would have been
somebody else. The Beatles
gave music something new, a
faster tempo.”

BILL MC CAFFREY, bass,
said, “There is more talent in
modern music than in hard
rock. It’s more complicated and
has much better harmony. Be-
fore, it was simply plain music
but now it has push behind it.”

The Huns are hitting it big.
They are developing Dave said,
a “personality” which is equal-
ly important as the music it-
self.

RECOMMENDATION - POLICY REVISION - CHEST X RAY AND
PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS FOR EMPLOYMENT AT HARPER COLLEGE

Physical Examinations and Chest X rays - Pre-employment and Other

Present Board policy reads, '"Physical exams and chest X rays are
required of all personnel at the time of employment by the college,
Such examinations shall be recorded on a form provided by the Board.
The Board may require physical and/or a mental examination when-
ever a question of fitness may arise., Initial examination upon employ-
ment and examinations requested by the Board, will be provided at
Board expense, "

Regular medical and dental examinations and tests are the responsibility
of the employee except when they are necessary as treatment for an
injury or sickness in conjunction with college business or required in
conformity with public health regulations. Employment is contingent
upon successful completion of physical and X ray tests.

Recommendation for Modification of Policy

Physical exams and chest X rays are required of all personnel at the
time of employment by the college., The physical examination shall be
recorded on a form provided by the college. The Board may require
physical and/or a mental examination whenever a question of fitness
may arise, The initial physical examination (excluding chest X rays)
upon employment and subsequent examinations requested by the Board
will be underwritten by the college at a cost not to exceed $20, 00 per
individual. Basic lab costs as part of the required physical examination
will be assumed by the college, The chest X ray and the costs thereof
will be the responsibility of the prospective employee. Employment is
contingent upon satisfactory results of the physical examination and the
chest X ray.

March marks the second anniversary since area voters approved the
referendum establishing a community college district., It's been a busy,
event-filled period. Much of the success and progress which has been
made would have been impossible without the enthusiasm, wisdom and

hard work of the Board of Trustees.

Attached is an Editorial Fact Sheet which pinpoints some of the important
dates in the brief history of the college. We've also attached some data on the

the Board members.

In light of the fact that this month is an "anniversary month, ' it may be you
will want to consider a feature on the progress of the college and the efforts

of the Board which made this progress possible.



EDITORIAL FACT SHEET

In March, 1965, a community college district serving the Townships of Elk
Grove, Palatine, Schaumburg and Wheeling was formed by means of a

special referendum which was approved by voters three to two. On May 1,
1965, voters returned to the polls to elect from forty-eight candidates the

first Board of Trustees for the new college district., These Board members
elected include: John Haas (president of the Board), Abraham Bernstein,
Milton C. Hansen, James Hamill, Richard Johnson, Mrs. Jessalyn M. Nicklas
(secretary of the Board), and Paul O'Dea,

These Board members represent all four townships as well as the commu-
nities of Arlington Heights, Palatine, Elk Grove Village, Hoffman Estates and
Prospect Heights. Planning for the community college goes back as far as
1950, with an active committee at work as long ago as 1961, In the fall of
1964, a petition was circulated by interested citizens so that the referendum
could be held. Public response, especially among opinion leaders in the area,
was enthusiastic, Significant events which have taken place since the forma-

tion of the new district include:

May, 1965 - College Board of Trustees mcets for the first time, using
Board offices of District #214. Temporary administrative
offices are rented at 34 West Palatine Road in Palatine.

June & July - Board solicits various communities to indicate their interest
in having the new college locate its campus in their areas.

September - Dr. Robert E. Lahti from Michigan is hired as first president

of the new college. The Board had received forty-six
written applications for the $21, 500 position. .

October & November - Board interviews leading architectural firms for the

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job of designing and planning the new campus.

Two outstanding architectural firms are sclected - Caudill,
Rowlett & Scott, of Houston, Texas and Fridstein and Fitch
of Chicago, to work in association. Both firms are respected
and well known for their work in designing educational facil-
ities.

Arthur D. Little, Inc. is retained to develop a ten year demo-
graphic and economic study of the district to aid in planning
the curriculum and projecting the growth and the future needs
of the college.

Possible sites for the new campus are studied by the Board
and the architects.

The college is approved as a Class I Junior College thus be-
coming eligible to receive state and federal funds.

Site in Palatine is selected for the future campus.

The college adopts the name ""William Rainey Harper' in

honor of the first president of the University of Chicago and

the father of the junior (community) college movement. Harper
was a leading educator and scholar of the last century.

Barrington residents express an interest in joining the Harper
district.

Voters in the district approve the bond issue referendum
authorizing Harper College to sell $7. 375 million in construc-
tion bonds representing the local share of the total building
cost,

Budget of $869, 838 for fiscal 1966-67 is approved by the
Board.

$3. 375 million in construction bonds are sold to the First
National Bank of Chicago at an average interest rate of 4.3853
per cent.

Harper receives the first scholarship, a gift of the U,S. Gypsum
Research Center employees, Des Plaines.

January - Approving Harper as an area vocational-technical school,
the state sets aside $750, 000 for Harper's use in developing
approved vocational-technical programs.

January - First faculty members are hired.

January - Tim Griffith of Palatine becomes the first student to enroll
in Harper College.

January - $4 million in revenue bonds are sold to the First National
Bank of Chicago at an average interest rate of 3, 6486 per cent.

February - Architectural master plan is approved. Phase I of the con-
struction program to cost approximately $12 million, enters
final drawing stage. '

March - Barrington voters approve referendum by a 9 to 1 margin to
become part of the Harper district,

March - State approves Harper for $2. 6 million federal grant,

About the temporary campus:

Harper College's new campus should be ready for students by the fall of 1969

at the latest. Until then, all activities will be centered at the Elk Grove High
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School. Classes will be held Monday through Thursday from 4 to 10 p.m.
About 75 classrooms are being made available to Harper, plus half of the space
in the high school's library. Harper will supply its own books plus a pro-
fessional librarian.

To house faculty offices, student lounges, book store, counseling facil-
ities, and so on, Harper College has purchased eight modern, air conditioned
portable units which will be located convenient to the main high school building.
These facilities and the college library will be available to Harper students
and faculty members well before the 4 p.m. class starting time.

In addition, the Elk Grove field house and gymnasium will also be made
available to Harper students,

Harper administrative offices will remain headquartered in Palatine.

About the college student body:

According to the Arthur D, Little report, in 1967, total enrollment at Harper
College will approximate 1,610 students, both part time and full time. This
figure is expected to increase each year, reaching about 15,340 by 1980, Of
the 1,610 students registering in 1967, about 930 will be part time. By 1968,
with the addition of a sophomore class, the number of full time. students will
have risen sharply, from 680 to 1,220.

Although the ratio of part time to full time students will be high in 1967
(about 4 to 1), this ratio will drop gradually and will, by 1980, be about 2.3

to 1.
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About the Harper curriculum:

Harper's first catalog is now being prepared and should be off the printing
press by late April. Major areas of study listed in the new catalog include the
following. Where the number of courses offered is especially large, this
number is indicated in parentheses.

Anthropology, architecture, art (23), biology (13), business (30),
chemistry, data processing (14), economics, education, electronics (12),
engineering, English, French, geography, geology, German, history, human-
ities, mathematics, mechanical design, music (21), nursing, philosophy,
physical education (33), physical science, physics, political science, psychology,

Russian, social science, sociology, Spanish and speech.

About the new campus:

The architects are moving along with final drawings for Phase I of the new

campus. This first stage of construction - to cost about $12 million - includes

a science building complex; a comprehensive library and learning resources center;

a college center for administrative offices, data processing facilities, counseling
and student related activities; a lecture demonstration center; and a fine and
applied arts wing. In addition, a central utilities building is included.

In these early stages of construction, classrooms and technical programs
will be housed throughout all the buildings. In this way, although space will be
at a premium, the entire college student body can be accommodated at its new,

though incomplete campus. The aim is to have the new campus in use in time

for the beginning of the 1969-70 school year.
