Chairman O Reilly explained that the revised
agenda included the follow ng changes: the
revi sed executive session mnutes for January
23, 1997; the addition of Exhibit IX-A -

I ntercol | egi ate Football Program the
addition of Bid Amard VIII1-A-6 with an
updat ed summary sheet; and a revised data
sheet covering the enpl oynent of Peggy
Gal | agher as Assistant Professor.

Chairman O Reilly noted that there would be
an executive session follow ng the neeting
for the purpose of discussing appointnent,
enpl oynment and di sm ssal of personnel.

Chairman O Reilly asked for a notion to
change the agenda in order to address Exhibit
| X-A as the first order of business follow ng
t he approval of the agenda.

Menber Kol ze noved, Menber Ley seconded, that
t he agenda be nodified as above.

Upon roll call, the vote was as foll ows:

Ayes: Menbers Barton, Gllette, Hess,
Howar d, Kol ze, Ley, and OReilly
Nays: None

Motion carried. Student Mnber Starek voted
aye.

Chairman O Reilly explained that severa
persons woul d be allowed to speak on behal f
of the football program follow ng President
Thonmpson and Harper Athletic Director Roger
Bechtol d. She expl ai ned that everyone who
wi shed to speak would be all owed three

m nut es, and she hoped that a total of forty
m nutes would be sufficient for this

di scussi on.
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Presi dent Thonpson gave a brief history of
Har per football, and expl ai ned that the
agenda includes a recommendation to the Board
to termnate football at the end of the 1997
season. He explained the reasons behind this
recommendat i on:

e The NAC conference went from ei ght teans
in 1988 to five teans in 1993, and wl|
possibly | ose two nore teans within the
next year (these two coll eges have not
committed beyond the 1997 season).

e To conplete a schedule, schools in |owa
and M chi gan have been added, but the
travel costs are very high. This wll
increase further as nore out-of-state
school s are added.

e The target of at |east one-half of
football participants being in-district
hi gh school students has not been net.

e Retention and grade performance of student
athletes, particularly in football, is not
desirable. A large nunber of these
students do not continue after the fall
senester; and their grade point averages
are less than those required of Student
Senat e nenbers.

e Harper must begin to deal with fisca
stability now. The Auxiliary Fund which
supports athletics has a bal ance of
$400, 000. Athletics prograns cost
approxi mat el y $300, 000 per year. The
Educati on Fund has had deficit spending
for the last two years. The Illinois
Board of Higher Education (IBHE) has set a
gui del i ne which stipulates that coll eges
may not use any tax dollars to support
athletic progranms, thus the Education Fund
shoul d not be used. There is a tax cap
which imts the amount of property tax
Har per can expect to attain.

Presi dent Thonpson stated that one of the
argunments he has heard is that Harper

provi des a great opportunity for students
fromthe city to play football. [If Harper
elimnates this program these students wl|
not have any other place to go. The

Presi dent responded by saying that if it is
such a great opportunity, why is there not
one community college in Chicago offering the
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football progran? Harper should not have to
be relied upon to nake that opportunity
avai | abl e.

Presi dent Thonpson stated that there are many
values to a program such as football but, as
the President of Harper College, he nust | ook
at a bal ance across all prograns. He

expl ained that after researching previous
Board neeting mnutes, he found that the
Board whi ch approved football in 1971

stipul ated that a one-year notification be
made before termnation. Thus, the
recomrendation is for football to be
elimnated at the end of the 1997 season. By
doing this, it provides current students who
cane to play football and expected to play
for two years the opportunity to do so.

Roger Bechtol d addressed the Board, stating
that the football program has trenmendous

val ue, and that he does not agree with the
recomendation to terminate it. Hi s reasons
i ncl uded:

e Approximately 1,500 students have
successfully conpl eted the footbal
program since 1971, and have received nmany
benefits fromit.

e There is great support for football. The
audi ence at this neeting consists of
former players, present players, community
peopl e, football coaches from ot her
col | eges and hi gh school s, Har per
students, and faculty who do not want to
see football term nated.

e There is still a need for this program
There are 13 high schools that have
football prograns, with approxi mately
2,000 students enrolled in those high
school s.

e John Eliasi k has coached at Harper for 26
years; the termnation of this program
will inpact his life very negatively.

e There will be a negative inpact on
enrol Il ment; some will not choose Harper if
t hey cannot play football.

e There will be diversity of the student
body and a negative inpact on mnority
students who participate in football.
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M. Bechtold explained that one of the nost
commendabl e aspects of football is to see
people fromall walks of life join together
for common goals, and work hard to achieve
them They have to communicate, interact and
get along. Football is a unique experience;
sonet hi ng that cannot be reproduced.

Ni net een persons in the audi ence addressed
t he Board and spoke in favor of keeping the
football program at Harper College. They

i ncl uded Harper faculty and staff, area
football coaches, forner Harper footbal

pl ayers, taxpayers, and parents.

Their reasons included the foll ow ng:

e Harper football provides opportunities for
students who are not ready for a four-year
school. After playing for two years at
Har per, a student can transfer to a four-
year school and continue pl aying.

e Harper should be a | eader and not a
follower in the NAC conference.

e Enrollnment wll suffer; football draws
many student athl etes.

e Coach Eliasik touches lives, encourages
and inspires student athletes. He teaches
students nore than football - discipline,
t eamnwor k, | eadershi p, goal -setting,
under st andi ng di versity.

e Fund-raisers or contributions from area
busi nesses or alumi shoul d be consi der ed.

e Money should not be an issue - if this
program can change one child' s life and
advance them it is justified.

e Coach Eliasik has invested 26 years of his
life in this profession; it is cruel to
elimnate his job.

Har per football coach John Eliasi k addressed
the Board. He explained that coaches fill an
i nportant role and beconme a surrogate father
to many students (over 60 percent of whom
cone fromsingle parent famlies). He said
that team sports provide a unique |earning
experience that cannot be duplicated anywhere
on canmpus. He shared a photograph of two
football players of different races enbracing
and crying after winning a football gane.
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Student Menber Starek called attention to a
list signed by 1,300 students who oppose
term nating the football program On behalf
of the Student Senate and student body, he
not ed sonme of the reasons they had given:

e Termnating football would represent the
| oss of approximately 60 students.

e The football programis here and it is
wor king - so why put an end to it?

e Many students receive athletic
schol arshi ps to hel p continue higher
educati on, and Harper shoul d not take
that away fromthem

e This action brings concerns for other
prograns and organi zations in school,
and elimnating this programwoul d set a
precedent.

e Poor attendance at football ganes
reflects poor advertising and scheduling
of ganes; it does not reflect |ack of
i nterest of students and comrunity.

e Harper should lead, not follow and set
an exanple for the rest of the
conf erence.

Chairman O Reilly thanked everyone for their
comments and stated that the issue would now
be addressed by Board nenbers.

Menber Kol ze noved, Menber Ley seconded, that
the Board of Trustees authorize the

adm nistration to term nate the Harper
Col | ege Football Programeffective at the
conpl etion of the 1997 football season.

Menber Barton stated that before elimnating
football, alternate funding should be
considered. She offered to be very active in
that effort.

Menber Ley stated that his concern is the
viability of the programw thout a viable
conference. He nentioned that Dr. Thonpson
had fought hard to keep football as |ong as
he di d.

Menber Kol ze stated that he is very
supportive of athletic prograns, but his
responsibility is to look at football as part
of the total offerings at the College. He
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expressed concerns about the financial
situation.

Menber Howard stated that this Board has been
very supportive of multicultural activities
on the campus, giving clear direction to the
adm nistration and faculty to hire nore
mnority faculty and enpl oyees, and to create
aclimate on this canmpus that is welcomng to
peopl e of all backgrounds. This Board has

al so been very supportive of athletics. Any
decision in regard to the football team has
to be nmade in the context of the consistent
record of the Board. There is no question
that the Board has trenmendous respect for
Coach Eliasik and the program he has built.
He has been an outstanding role nodel for the
students. She stated that her two concerns
are: whether there can be a viable
conference, and the financial situation at
Harper. There are many tough deci si ons ahead
regardi ng the Col | ege budget.

Menber G llette stated Harper should give the
dedi cated people in the audi ence a chance to
help with the financial end of the footbal

i ssue. He added that he will not vote to
termnate the programif there are teans to
pl ay.

Menber Hess read part of the Harper m ssion
statement, " . . . provide students with the
knowl edge and experience required to devel op
a system of values and the ability to contend
with difficult noral choices, and to enrich
the cultural and economic life of the
community, and enable the students to
recogni ze the interrelationships of life,
education and work." She stated that she
woul d |i ke to see football continue; however,
she chal | enged the audience to come up wth
sonme type of a plan before the end of the
1997 football season

Chairman O Reilly stated that there is a
possibility that one nore school, Rock
Valley, will be leaving the conference after
t he 1997 season. There was discussion as to
the viability of the conference, and whet her
continuation of Harper football would
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possi bly cause other colleges to rethink
their decision to term nate.

Har bi nger Managi ng Editor Susan Rademacher
poi nted out that there are successful sports
progranms at Harper that do not have a
conference. Westling and golf are very
successful . She asked why football was being
held to a conference.

Menber Kol ze called the question. Chairnman
O Reilly explained that a Board nenber should
vote "no" if they wished to continue the

di scussion, or vote "yes" if they wished to
stop the discussion.

Upon roll call, the vote was as foll ows:

Ayes: Menbers Hess, Kol ze, Ley, and
OReilly

Nays: Menbers Barton, Gl lette, Howard

Motion carried to call the question was
called. Student Menber Starek voted nay.

Menber Howard placed an amendnent to the
noti on. Menber Howard noved, Menber Kol ze
seconded, that the Coll ege guarantee that
football continues through the 1997 season,
and that the Board and the adm nistration
proceed to exam ne the question of viability
of the NAC conference for the period beyond
1997; and to investigate possibilities for
suppl emental funding for the Harper footbal
program and to nmake a deci sion regarding
continuation of the programprior to the end
of the football season

There was di scussi on regardi ng how many
nont hs woul d be needed to reviewthe
financial issue and the conference viability.
Coach Eliasik gave input regarding
recruiting.

Presi dent Thonpson stated that he is
concerned that this gives fal se hope that
football will continue at Harper to the
students who are recruited next year. Menber
Howard stated that anyone who is recruited to
play at Harper in the 1997 season will know
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that this issue is under considerati on and
that football is not a sure thing.

Menber Ley expressed a concern that there
possi bly could be three new Board nenbers in
Novenber, and it would be difficult to bind
themto a decision. Menber Howard responded
that the new Board will be bound to a
decision if it is stated that this item nust
be on the agenda.

There was di scussion regarding the
possibility of playing nore junior varsity
(JV) teams. Coach Eliasik and President
Thonpson agreed that this was not a viable
solution. Currently two or three JV ganes
are schedul ed each year, but any nore than
t hat woul d not be beneficial.

Menber Howard noved to further anmend the
nmotion to state that the Coll ege guarant ees
that football continues through the 1997
season, and that the Board and the

adm nistration will proceed to exam ne the
guestion of viability of the NAC conference
for the period beyond 1997; to investigate
possibilities for supplenmental funding for
t he Harper football program and to nake a
deci sion regarding continuation of the
programno | ater than Decenber 1, 1997.
Menber Ley seconded.

In response to Menber Kol ze, Menber Howard
expl ai ned that funding would conme to the
Foundation or the College to adm nister, but
t he fundrai sing would be suppl enental -
out si de of tax dollars.

fiscal stability neasures at Harper. This
plan will allow students to anticipate
tuition expense for future years.

Menber Kol ze explained that the tuition plan
is divided into two items. The first item
identifies the four-year plan, and the next
itemidentifies the tuition for 1997-98. He
added that a tuition increase is always a
difficult step for the Board to take. The
Board needs to focus on cost contai nment as
wel | as ways to increase revenue.

Menber Ley stated that Harper tuition as a
percentage of per capita costs is one of the
| owest of the community coll eges anywhere in
the state, and in this area specifically.

The law permits tuition to be as much as 33
1/ 3 percent of the per capita cost. There
may be sone fluctuation based on how well the
Col | ege controls cost. Menber Barton added

t hat Harper has one of the highest per capita
cost in the State. That is why tuition as a
percentage of per capita cost is |ow

On behal f of the Student Senate and student
body, Student Menber Starek expressed concern
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about the tuition increase. He said that
many students were anazed at the drastic
$4.00 per credit hour increase. In the past,
the increase has been approxi mately one or
two dollars. Students understand that
somet hi ng needs to be done, but they
suggested extending the plan to eight or ten
years, with increases of $2.00 each year.
This would make it a bit easier for students.

St udent Menber Starek and Student Senate
Presi dent Caroline Saccomanno expressed
student concerns regarding financial aid. In
general, it should be advertised nore. They
felt that the Financial Aid office should
have nore staff and resources (schol arship
source books) available, and it should have a
nore private | ocation.

Students want to see many inprovenents with
this increase in tuition. Student Menber
Starek began to |list cosnetic changes to the
student area (e.g. new carpet, new chairs).
Chairman O Reilly said that the Space Pl an
woul d be forthcomng in the next few nonths,
and some changes were going to be nade. She
asked Student Menber Starek to prepare a
report of the changes students would Iike
made and share that with the appropriate
personnel. She added that if some noney
beconmes avail abl e, perhaps a few of the

i nprovenents can be done over a period of
time. President Thonpson said that the Board
is listening to these concerns, but there are
certain ways to do this.

Menber Gllette stated that he had questi oned
the administration and the staff to nake sure
that this tuition increase was really needed.
After | ooking at the financial position,
there is no other choice.

There was further discussion regarding
financial aid. Board nenbers agreed that the
line at the Financial Aid office is very
public and is enbarrassing for students.

St udent Menber Starek suggested a nethod that
ot her schools use - a snmall, private room

wi th resource books and a conputer where
students could have free access on the
Internet to search for schol arships for
financial aid, addresses of banks, |oans, and
applications. President Thonpson said that
the College is continually working toward
doing a better job. There are some space

i ssues at Harper that are not being net
adequately, and the Space Plan will identify
those. It is going to be very difficult to
acconplish all the requests, especially those
that are wanted i nmedi ately.

Har per student and enpl oyee Lavell e Vel ez
enphasi zed that students really need a "live
person” to help find schol arshi ps. Books and
conputers are nice, but it gets very
confusing, and qualified staff is really
necessary to hel p gui de and encourage

st udent s.

Chairman O Reilly said that she understands
what Ms. Velez is going through, and that
surely sonmebody on this canpus can hel p her.

Menber G|l ette questioned whether or not the
fees actually represent what the students
received in their courses. Vice President Ed
Dol an responded that there are over 1,000
courses offered at Harper, and the increases
i nvolve only 141 courses (approximately 13
percent). O the 13 percent, a little over
one-hal f percent of those courses are new
courses (approxinmately 17). Three courses
have a decrease in fees. The revenue that is
generated is approxi mately $50, 000, which is
an estimate based on the average fill rate.
The faculty worked very carefully and very
conservatively, being aware of the inpact on
students. The recomendations are based on

t he cost of consumables that their courses
are experiencing over the comng years. He
said that although he cannot speak for every
singl e course, he has faith in the individual
faculty and program chairs who reviewed these
fees and requested changes.

Menber G llette questioned the fees for

i nternational students. He said that Harper
charges the full rate for what it costs,
receives the state aid, and then raises the
fees. He felt that these students shoul d not
pay fees because they are already a profit to
Har per. President Thonpson responded that
Harper is not making a profit. He explained
that the total that an international student
pays in ternms of credit is based on the
"average" unit cost. International students
and the amount of staff that Harper has to
support them are over the "average" cost that
we incur. Therefore, their tuition and the
rei nbursenent for those students does not net
a profit. The fee is necessary for sone of

the extra nmeasures the College takes to
provi de the resources to nake it a successful
entrance into Harper Coll ege.

carefully. For exanple, there is one on Page
2, "Introduction to Human Di sease" that has a
25 cent increase. Looking at Page 4, there

are sizable increases for the floral classes.
The cost of floral supplies has increased,

but students get to take hone sone very nice
arrangenents (which are actually cheaper than

if they had purchased themat a florist). It
is very difficult to judge these
i ndi vidually. Menber Ley noted that the vast

majority of these fees have not been raised
in three years. The Board and the faculty
concurred that these fees should be revi ewed

annual ly so there woul d not be such big

i ncreases.

Community coll eges and
uni versities have been asked to provi de ways
to put this issue on the front burner - how
to bring back a civil society. These
institutions are encouraged to find
opportunities for students to be in service
in their community. He added that he is
proud to say that Harper has a nunber of
chanpi ons: Linda Canpbell in Psychology is
wor king with a nunber of places to get her
students out into the community, preparing
themto be civic-mnded. The Harper
westling team football team and other
teans have been doing projects that are a
benefit to the community. That is what
Campus Conpact is all about. He promsed to
share nore information with Board nenbers at
a later tine.

Presi dent Thonpson gave a | egislative update,
stating that the backlog from 1996 and 1997
fiscal years and capital projects has been
unl ocked. The bills have been passed; the
Governor has signed them it is a natter of
time before I CCB rel eases the noney to get

t hese projects done. Harper will receive a
share of approximately $328,000 in Capital
Renewal Grants, which is a maintenance and
repair benefit. The College will receive a
share of approximately $202,000 in Tech
Enhancenent G ants, which nust be matched
with approximately $67,000. There will be
$15 mllion for tel ecommuni cations shared
across all the consortiumin the state. Al
of these things are beneficial to Harper.

Fi scal year 1998 needs to cone forward yet,
and the Governor will be nmaking his budget
address next week. He stated that with

Har per being sixth on the list of the |IBHE
recommendati ons (fourth individual campus
project), there is an excellent chance of
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being in the Governor's budget. He said
there is still work to be done and rnuch
support is needed. He explained that the
Legi sl ative Advocacy Committee, |ed by Menber
Howard, will be involving faculty and staff
in order to pool our resources together.

There was discussion as to howlong it wll
take to actually receive the noney, once it
has been approved. President Thonpson
expl ai ned that the noney has just been

rel eased to the Capital Devel opnment Board
(CDB). In the State of Illinois, the CDB

gi ves out the noney over a period of time; it
i s not done quickly.

Presi dent Thonpson is pleased that Mtorol a
asked Harper College to be the host site for
U.S. FIRST (For Inspiration and Recognition
of Science and Technol ogy). This

or gani zation involves 7000 hi gh school
students, 2500 corporate and university

per sonnel and 850 school personnel. The
conpetition will be held at Harper on March
6-8, where high school students will be
wor ki ng on robotics engi neering technol ogy
projects which will be judged. Paul Sipiera
will be one of the judges. This announcenent
is for informational purposes - no additional
audi ence is allowed due to space
restrictions. President Thonpson said that
he woul d report nore on this event |ater.
