RULES:
1. Eligibility: This competition is open to High School students 2024-2025.
2. Theme: To align with this year’s Harper College Student Fashion Show theme “Cyberscape”, contestants are provided with a dress inspired by the famous 1920’s flapper dress. Contestants must submit a dress based on the provided design template and incorporate futuristic elements. 
3. Materials: Contestants must create the dress with fabric appropriate for the design. You may purchase notions such as thread, buttons and zippers. However, students must creatively construct and incorporate trims themselves. Eg: LED light-up hem 
4. Pattern instructions: Your garment must be true to the pattern and the instructions provided in the tech-pack. Design alterations are only allowed to the limit set forth in the tech pack. 
5. Model: Your garments may be designed for either yourself or your model. If you or your model are late or do not show up for the show you will be disqualified.
6. Submission requirements: Place garment on a hanger that has a rotating hook in a see-thru, plastic, zippered garment bag. Complete the Garment Submission Form and staple it to the outside front of the garment bag (included in Tech Pack). 
7. Labeling: A sew-in muslin label (or similar) must be attached to the garment inside at the lower right hem with student name, school, instructor name, instructor email and instructor phone number. It should not be visible on the outside of the garment.
8. Deadline: Garments must be dropped off at Harper College on Wednesday, April 30, 2025 in H255 from 3-5 pm OR Thursday, May 1, 2025 in H270 from 10 am- noon. No garments will be accepted after noon on May 1.
